Falling Angels by Jiii Kylian
(15 minutes)

Falling Angels is a powerful contemporary ballet
choreographed by Jifi Kylian for eight female
dancers, set to Steve Reich’s Drumming, Part I.
The work explores the tension between control
and freedom, discipline and individuality,
conveyed through precise and synchronized
movements. With minimalist staging and music,
the sharp rhythmic patterns of the dancers
contrast with moments of personal expression,
representing the internal struggle between
conformity and self-liberation. This dynamic
blend of structure and freedom, supported by
Reich’s rhythmic complexity, makes Falling
Angels an impressive and thought-provoking
piece in the modern ballet repertoire

Troy Game by Robert North
(25-30 minutes)

Troy Game, choreographed by Robert North is a
significant work in contemporary dance,
renowned for its innovative blend of athleticism,
humor, and theatricality. Featuring an all-male
cast, the piece combines elements of martial

arts, gymnastics, and Brazilian-inspired rhythms,

showecasing the dancers’ extraordinary strength
and physical prowess.

The ballet satirizes traditional concepts of
masculinity, using exaggerated displays of male
bravado to create both humor and depth. Its
unique choreography and playful commentary
on gender have made Troy Game an influential
and enduring work, performed by prestigious
ballet companies worldwide.

The dreamlike universe of imagOri will be
illustrated by a paper-based scenography.
Origami, both tiny and gigantic, will embody
the creatures inhabiting children's
imagination.

A creature among creatures, a chimera with a
fluid and elastic body, will bring the paper to
life. It will support and guide the traveler along
their journey.

The movement of the bodies will express the
emotions of the characters. We'll see unreal
shapes, intertwinings, and images where the
bodies freeze and vibrate, seeking to melt into
this paper universe.

The soprano will sing in an invented language,
once again giving children the opportunity to
travel freely in their imagination through the
narrative.

Guardian of this dreamlike world, she will
guide the protagonists and the audience

“Shiraz” is a choreography for six dancers, weaving
together a fabric of movements and gestures. Their
insistent energy, moments of convergence and their
passage through a sphere of expressions are what
takes center stage in this performance. A pulsating
dance imbued with a sense of enchantment and
longing.

The starting point for this piece is the Shiraz Arts
Festival. A festival for live arts that took place between
1967 and 1977 in south of Iran and radically rethought the
relationship to the audience and modalities of framing
art works. Armin Hokmi, together with the team, places
it into our present day in the form of a revival, by giving it
anew appearance through a dance performance.

“Shiraz” is both an homage and a fictional setting. It
seeks to reimagine the ambitions of the festival and its
love for the live arts, their autonomy as art forms and
their common roots across geographical borders.

“ALEGORIAS”’
BY PAOLA COMITRE

Beyond the reality of bodies: celestial, animal, mineral,
there is another reality, the result of human
imagination, sculpted in the material world and
validated by cultural processes. This reality, invented
and materialised as a fortress to separate and protect
the human from the rest of the manifestations of life,
has been engendered in the world of ideas, in the
same way that artistic expression has been, its
imperfect replica, its unfinished double, its
uncompleted mirror.

Reality and Fiction (Life and art) are the two heads of
the same mythological being that inhabits the human
brain and guides it in its process of emancipation from
Nature. Duality is in itself a dance movement, a
struggle that is constructed between two, a
choreography of tensions between the two
hemispheres of the same entity that is shown in its
total complexity, to reaffirm or reinvent its useful value,
through the cooperation of opposites.

The show proposes an immersive journey, which
transports the spectator to the limits of convention, at
the dangerous intersection of doubt and surprise, in
order to witness a formal infection that provokes the
clash between the borders of two platonic worlds.

Itis on stage, in front of an audience, that Lorena Nogal
and Paula Comitre meet for the first time together.
Their bodies, similar in that they move in the same
geographical limit of a territory proclaimed as a
country, speak two languages, conventionally.

Ordeal by water is a performative action. Four
totems are bounding a specific space. These
signs are creating a symbolic area, pre-existing
any language, which becomes a support to
esoteric practices.

The movements realized by the dancer are
extracted from a gestural codes repertoire of
various domains, like sports and professional
indications. They generate a link between
fencing refereeing, safety demonstration of flight
attendants, or the indications of ramp service
agents in airports.

This proposal questions what is given to see.
Here, the moments which precede and succeed
the sports performance, become acts of
representation. Soccer player’s warm-up,
stretching routine the classic dancer, gymnast’s
iconic salute in olympics. The pursuit of perfect
movement faces the collapse. The inadequacy of
the equipment shapes a constraint which defeat
this ideal. The dancer, on pointe, wearing cleats
and a fencing mask, falls.
